Fine Art flows through the Rivertowns is our theme for the RiverArts 2012 Studio Tour.

The tour welcomes fine artists who live or work in the villages of Ardsley, Dobbs Ferry, Hastings
and Irvington and who work in the following media: ceramics, collage, mixed-media, painting,
photography, print-making and sculpture. Jewelry may be exhibited as part of our holiday craft
fair in December but will not be part of the Studio Tour this year. In the last two years, the tour
included some temporary installations in commercial spaces to complement the working studios.
We hope to include a limited number of these venues again. This year the artists who plan to
use these alternate spaces must secure them. If anyone suggests potential shared spaces to
the committee, we will share that information with artists seeking spaces for follow-up. If you
register for the tour without a space and are unable to find one, your fee will be refunded.

This year’s tour will feature two concurrent preview exhibitions that will be open throughout
April—at the Hastings Municipal Building and the Irvington Public Library. Opening receptions
will be held on Thursday April 19" from 7-9 pm at the Irvington Public Library and on Sunday
April 22" from 3-5pm at the Hastings Municipal Building.

We require RiverArts membership from each artist on the tour. Membership is available with
registration. Register online at www.riverarts.org or by sending the attached registration form
with a check.
